How to get there: If you’re coming form the Stuttgart airport, take the S bahn to the main train station. From there you can walk 10 minutes through the Schlossgarten to the Landesbibliothek complex where the archive is located, or take the U Bahn to Charlottenplatz. The archive is only about 4 minutes from the stop and is easy to find.

Language: German 
Getting started: When you arrive, just tell the receptionist that you would like to work in the Lesesaal. He/She will provide you with a locker in exchange for your name and point you to the reading room. Small computer bags are allowed in the reading room but they ask that you leave larger bags in your locker. In the reading room you will be asked to fill out an application detailing the reason for your visit. You need all the basics; name, address, intended use of materials, and your passport. If you write in advance, the archivists will perform a preliminary search and suggest collections you might want to examine. However, no reservation is needed to access the finding aids or get a seat in the reading room. 

Opening Hours: Monday 12-17:00, Tuesday & Wednesday 8:30-17:00, Thursday 8:30-19:00, Friday 8:30-16:00 
General working conditions: Te reading room is extremely comfortable. Large tables with private desk lamps make it possible for users to spread out their materials while leaving sufficient space for a laptop. The archivists usually don’t turn on the overhead lighting unless asked to do so. There is a computer available for searching the archive’s collections but personal use (email, etc.) of the internet is forbidden. 

Consultation: Finding aids are located against the back wall of the reading room. Users may order up to 6 files at a time, but non-consecutive Bestande numbers must be ordered on separate slips. You may store your documents overnight on shelves behind the archivists’ desk and there doesn’t seem to be a limit on how many Bestaende you can have at your desk at a given time. When the archivist delivers your documents to the reading room, he/she will place them on shelves. Your order slip will be sticking out of one of the files and it is important that you hand this over to the archivist on duty in the reading room when you retrieve your documents. If you fail to do so, you will be reminded of the archive’s policies.  
Policy on technology: Laptops are allowed in the reading room and on the underside of each table you will find electrical outlets. Digital cameras and scanners are not allowed in the reading room.

Photocopy policy: Photocopies may be ordered by filling out the appropriate forms and placing a slip on top of page you want copied. Then just place the file on the cart of items to be photocopied (it’s clearly marked) and wait. Copies cost .33 Euro per page and although the copies are done in-house, it may require several days to receive them. You can pick the copies up at the archive or have them delivered to your home address.
Particularities: There is no cafeteria on site but the Landesbibliothek next door has a café where you can find inexpensive meals and coffee. Users of the reading room may purchase a good cup of coffee at the receptionist’s desk for .40 Euro. Additionally, there is an excellent, inexpensive Italian restaurant on nearby Brennerstrasse that offers sizeable lunch specials, including salad, starting at 5.50 Euro. 
How to apply for classified files: Ask at archivist on duty in the reading room.

Etc: The staff at the Hauptstaatsarchiv Stuttgart are extremely helpful and approachable. Several times they even brought information to my desk that they thought I might find useful even though I had not requested it.

Places to Stay: The Alex 30 Hostel, a trendy establishment that caters to young people looking for an option to the standard hostel experience, offers single rooms for 18 Euro per night. Breakfast costs extra but the rooms are clean and modern. Internet access is available in the lobby for a small fee and there is a small bar next to the receptionist’s desk. The archive is about a 10-minute walk from the hostel.
