2 The political economy of British Public Finance,1485-1914

This book is on a subject first explored by Thorold-Rogers and which has
taken me back to the reign of Henry VII. An early presentation of part of the
research, covering 1660-1815 appeared in the Economic History Review,
February 1988. Further papers encompassing a quantitative analysis of
Government revenue in general and direct taxes in particular for 1485-1815
has appeared in Historical Research, June 1992 and a longer version
appeared in a collection of essays edited by Richard Bonney (for O.U.P.,
1999). This project not only builds upon an interest developed as a graduate
student, but is sustained by a perception that the "Manchester version' of
Britain's Industrial Revolution is truncated in time and derogates the state. For
British economic and social history, research into taxation will uncover more
data, especially for those statistical dark ages, the 16th and 17th centuries. At
the same time close studies of law and administration should help to expose
the fragile nature of the sources available for quantitative economic and social
history. Research connected with public policies and the incidence of taxation
reopens lines of communications with political and social history. It widens the
agenda for discussion among historians, economists and sociologists.



3 Macro Inventors and Macro Inventions in British Textile Industries, 1688-
1851

This project is designed to construct a prosopography of British inventors,
1688-1851; analyse their successes and failures in marketing their
discoveries; and uses case studies to confront the prevailing historiography
on the economic, intellectual, religious and institutional foundations of
technical progress. Several articles have appeared in the Economic History
Review and Textile History and in edited collections.
