This month has seen a key milestone - the
completion of the structure. The Topping
Out’ Ceremony — a commemorative event to
celebrate the completion of the structure -
was jointly held with the LSE to celebrate this
milestone. With the concrete frame complete,
the concentration is the development and
completion of the facade (both brickwork
and curtain walling), as well as the increasing
activity of internal trades across all floors. The
tower crane is due to be struck the second
weekend of May, and a newsletter will be
issued shortly covering these works.
