The Research Excellence Framework (REF) (formerly
the Research Assessment Exercise — RAE) is a
UK-wide assessment of research excellence at
universities, undertaken by the Higher Education
Funding Council every five to seven years. The
most recent REF took place in 2013 and the results
(released in December 2014) confirmed LSE’s
position as a world-leading research university, with
the School topping or coming close to the top of

a number of rankings of research excellence.

Individual subject areas at LSE also head national

tables of excellence. LSE's Department of Media and
Communications, European Institute and the combined
entry of Management, Accounting and Finance all come
top in the UK, based on a grade point average.

Many of our programmes can also be studied part-time,
and our executive programmes are designed with working professionals in mind.
There are a number of opportunities to link your LSE degree with graduate studies
at another institution around the world. We also welcome visiting research students

from other institutions for short periods.

Diploma

LSE offers a Diploma in Accounting and Finance. A diploma
can be used as a conversion or refresher course, if your
previous qualification or its subject content doesn’t allow
you to enter directly onto a master’s programme. It's also a
qualification in its own right, which allows you to extend
the range and depth of your undergraduate studies.

Taught master’s programmes

Over 140 taught master's programmes are available at
LSE, across a wide range of subjects. The majority of these
programmes span a full calendar year (September to
September), though a few are nine or ten months long
(finishing in July or August), and a few others span two
years. Certain programmes (notably in the Departments
of Economics, Finance and Management) also hold
compulsory introductory courses before main teaching
begins in September. For a number of our taught master’s
programmes you are not required to have studied the
subject at undergraduate level, meaning you can use the
programme as a conversion course to gain knowledge in
another field. Other programmes require previous study of
the subject and enable you to extend your analytical and
critical capabilities in this area.

The United Kingdom is a signatory to the Bologna
Declaration, and LSE has been monitoring developments
in the Bologna Process closely, and has introduced the

Diploma Supplements (enhanced transcripts) which form
part of it. Some of the School’s master’s programmes are
nine or ten months in duration. If you wish to proceed
from these programmes to higher study in EHEA countries
other than the UK, you should be aware that their
recognition for such purposes is not guaranteed, due

to the way in which ECTS credits are calculated.

Teaching and assessment

The majority of taught master’s programmes include:

e taught courses which usually include substantial
independent study, lectures, and seminars each
week, as well as other group activities. These may
be examined through formal written examinations,
essays and other assignments

¢ a piece of independent research culminating in
a dissertation

The number of contact hours you have as a student
varies from programme to programme. You will be
expected to manage the majority of your study time
yourself, and should expect to spend a significant
amount of time reading, note-taking, thinking and
undertaking research. For more information on teaching
and assessment for a particular programme of study
please view the programme pages on the website.

Part-time study

Many of our master's programmes are available to study
part-time. Usually you would take half the programme
in one year and half in the following year. Lectures

and classes take place during the day, at the same

time as for full-time students. Executive programmes
are designed for people who would like to continue
working during their studies, and teaching takes place
in the evenings or in intensive sessions spread across the
academic year. For more information see page 195.

Please note that you will not be eligible to apply
for a UK Tier 4 (General) visa if you will be studying
part-time, but other options may be available.

Research programmes

LSE offers a number of research programmes, which
normally start in late September each year. With the
permission of your department, and depending on the
availability of taught courses you may have to take,
you may be able to start in January (Lent term) or
exceptionally in April (Summer term).

A PhD offers the chance to undertake a substantial
piece of supervised work that is worthy of publication
and which makes an original contribution to knowledge
in a particular field. At LSE, you will pursue either an
MRes/PhD, which starts with master’s level study in
your chosen area, including methodology training, or
an MPhil/PhD, which follows on from previous master’s
level study, but may still include some taught elements.

We welcome applications that complement academic
interests of members of staff at the School, and we
recommend that you investigate staff research interests
before applying.

MRes/PhD programmes

You register first for the MRes, which lasts one or two
years full-time, depending on your programme. In
order to progress to the PhD part of the programme,
you must satisfy the progression requirements for
your department. Registration at PhD level is usually
a maximum of four years full-time, meaning the total
duration of the MRes/PhD is five or six years.

MPhil/PhD programmes

You register for the MPhil initially. Your work will then
be assessed (usually between 12 and 18 months from
your start date), to confirm if you have progressed

satisfactorily, and if so, you will be retroactively
upgraded to PhD status. Requirements for progress
reviews are set within each department. The total
duration of study is a maximum of four years full-time.

Teaching and assessment

Before you begin your programme, you will be assigned
a lead supervisor (and a second supervisor/adviser) who
is a specialist in your chosen research field, though not
necessarily in your topic. Lead supervisors guide you
through your studies.

During your first year you will attend and contribute
to departmental research seminars, workshops and
research training courses, and you will often take
some courses in the second and third years as well.
These are designed to strengthen your methodological
skills, language skills or background knowledge of
specific topics related to your research. By the end of
your first year you will be required to present a more
detailed project proposal which should demonstrate the
coherence and feasibility of the proposed research and
thesis. You are expected to manage your own research
with guidance from your supervisor.

Your final award will be determined by either

a traditional thesis or, for some programmes, a

thesis containing a series of publishable papers, an
introduction, critical discussion and conclusion. A viva
oral examination forms part of the final assessment for
all students.

Part-time study

If you would like to complete one of our research
programmes part-time, you must discuss with us the
nature and hours of your employment. Please note that
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you will not be eligible to apply for a UK Tier 4 (General)
visa if you will be studying part-time, but other options
may be available.

Study abroad opportunities

You may apply to link your LSE research degree with

a short period of study (typically for two to three
months) at another institution during the PhD part of
your study. These study abroad arrangements exist on
both a School-wide basis and within specific academic
departments. Bursaries are available to visit specific
institutions on all five continents.

Visiting students and staff

Research students at other universities can spend up to
one academic year at LSE as a Visiting Research Student
(VRS). You apply as for our other graduate programmes.
You will be assigned a supervisor and you can take

up to four full-unit taught courses. Examinations are
optional, and grades do not contribute towards a
degree or diploma, but you can receive a full transcript
of studies at the end of your period of study.

You can also seek registration as a VRS to take graduate
level courses without the commitment of registering for
a degree programme.

Visiting Fellow Scheme

Visiting Fellow status is given to individuals from
outside the School associated with School departments,
institutes or centres, and recognises their contribution
to research and other department, institute or centre
activities. Enquiries should be made to the relevant
department or institute in the first instance.

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Fees and funding

We recognise that living and studying in London can be expensive, and the School
offers over £11.5 million in scholarships each year to its graduate students. There
are also funding opportunities from external organisations, research councils and

governments around the world.

Tuition fees

Fees cover registration, teaching, first entry to
examinations, the use of the Library and membership of
the Students’ Union. They also normally cover teaching and
the use of student common rooms at other colleges of the
University of London, if your programme has intercollegiate
arrangements. If you receive an offer, you will be informed
of the relevant tuition fee amount in your offer letter.

Students who completed undergraduate study at LSE and
are beginning taught graduate study at the School are
eligible for a fee reduction of around 10 per cent of the fee.

Currently there is also an early payment reward for
self-financed students who pay their tuition fees by
specific dates. This is yet to be confirmed for 2017 entry.

Scholarships and other funding

LSE offers over £11.5 million in scholarships each year to its
graduate students from the UK, the EU and outside the EU.
Available funding includes needs-based awards for diploma
study and taught master’s programmes (Graduate Support
Scheme, Master’s Awards, and Anniversary Scholarships),
and PhD funding for research programmes. LSE has its own
prestigious LSE PhD Studentships for all programmes (65 in
2017), and is both an ESRC Doctoral Training Partnership
(DTP) with studentships in most programmes and the
holder of a Leverhulme Trust grant with studentships
related to the study of inequalities.

The School also makes available scholarships for students
from specific regions of the world and awards for students
studying specific subject areas. Although the terms of the
UK’s exit agreement from the EU have not yet been finalised
LSE will continue to make funding available to all students
regardless of fee status. Please look at the website for the

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Application process

Taught master’s and diploma programmes

After you submit your application for admission to LSE,
you will be emailed with a link to the LSE Graduate
Financial Support Application form online. The deadline
for completing the form is 26 April 2017, although

we recommend you apply as soon as possible after
receiving the link. We will use the information on this
form to consider you for the Graduate Support Scheme
and for any other LSE scholarships and awards which
you may be eligible for.

Research programmes

Academic departments nominate students for consideration
by a School panel for all PhD funding opportunities they
may be eligible for. There is no separate application for any
of these awards. To be considered for this funding, you
must submit your complete application for admission to LSE
by a specific date — on 9 January or 26 April,







(or 14 December for the Department of Economics)
depending on the academic department.

External funding

A postgraduate loan of up to £10,000 is available from
the UK government for eligible students studying for a
first master’s programme, to help with fees and living
costs. A Disabled Student’s Allowance for UK students
was also available in 2016 to help with costs incurred
during a programme as a result of disability. Please see
the website for details for 2017 entry.

Below we have listed the minimum entry requirements for our programmes. There is
intense competition for admission; there are always many more applications than places
available, and meeting the minimum entry requirements does not guarantee that you
will be offered admission. Decisions are made on the basis of academic merit, potential
and motivation.

Academic entry requirements

Diploma, MSc, LLM, MPA, MPP, MRes/

PhD programmes

For these programmes, the minimum entry requirement
is an upper second-class honours (2:1) degree from a
UK university or the international equivalent. Popular
programmes will often look for a first class honours
degree or its equivalent.

For a number of our taught master's programmes,
you are not required to have studied the subject at
undergraduate level, while some programmes require
previous study of the subject or a related field. Please

see individual programme entries for the specific entry
requirements for each programme.

MPhil/PhD programmes

For these programmes, the minimum entry requirement
is a UK taught master’s degree with merit (or the
international equivalent) in a subject relevant to

your planned research.

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English language requirements

For all of our programmes, you will need to meet our
English language requirements. You can meet them in
the following ways:

e you are a national of Canada or a majority English-
speaking country on the UKVI list, or

e by the time you start your programme, you have
successfully completed an undergraduate degree (of
at least three years' duration), a postgraduate taught
degree (of at least one year), or a PhD in one of the
countries on the UKVI list, or

e you have passed a recognised English language test
at an appropriate level.

Each programme in the prospectus lists the minimum
level of English required for admission, out of the
options below. Our requirements are listed in terms of
IELTS (International English Language Testing System),
which is the test we recommend, however we do also
accept other English language tests.

We strongly encourage you submit your test results with
your application. Any offer of admission will be subject
to proof of your score.

The Grantham Research Institute on Climate
Change and the Environment, chaired by
Lord Stern of Brentford, author of the 2006 Stern
Review brings together high quality research

on climate change and environmental issues
from across the social sciences, supporting policy
development, raising public awareness, and
contributing to business strategy.
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English tests must be less than two years old on
1 October 2017.

You may need additional language instruction before
you register to be confident that you can participate
fully in your programme.

A. Standard (most MSc or MRes programmes)

A minimum IELTS score of 7.0 overall, with at least 6.0
in speaking and writing and 6.5 in reading and listening.

B. Higher (some MSc programmes with an
emphasis on essay writing)

A minimum IELTS score of 7.0 overall, with at least
6.0 in speaking and 6.5 in all other sections.

C. Research programmes (MPhil/PhD programmes

A minimum IELTS score of 7.0 overall, with at least
7.0 in writing and at least 6.5 in all other sections.

D. Law programmes (all programmes in

the Law Department)

A minimum [ELTS score of 7.5 overall, with at least
7.0 in listening and writing, 6.5 in reading and 6.0
in speaking.

Development is not just about increasing growth and
political and social rights. It is about creating self-
sustaining institutions that liberate societies from low-level
deprivation traps by increasing productivity, freedom and
cooperative interdependence. The MSc in Development
Management gives you the theory and practical tools to
drive such transformations forward by enabling you to
understand why some societies have succeeded and others
have failed. The programme is built around a theory-led
approach to the role of institutions and organisations in
development, using both classical institutional theory and
the new institutional economics. We go very deeply into
the role of institutions in explaining the comparative statics
of development — why some countries are rich and others
poor — as well as comparative dynamics — the development
process per se across different countries and regions. A
distinctive feature of the programme is the Development
Management Project, a team-based consulting exercise for
real-world, public, private, and non-profit organisations,
such as the World Bank, Oxfam, PricewaterhouseCoopers,
GlZ, CARE, DFID, Save the Children, UNICEF, and the
Emerging Markets Group.
