
MAKING HISTORIES POST-GRENFELL

The Community Experience 
In the aftermath of the Grenfell Tower Fire, which took place six 
years ago, LSE researcher Flora Cornish collaborated with Cathy 
Long (a local safety campaigner and community researcher) 
and Toby Laurent Belson (a local community artist and 
designer), to interview a wide range of community responders, 
and then visualise five timelines of the community experience 
of the unfolding of the disaster response. These maps of 
experience over time have contributed to sense-making, 
recognition and pride for residents. They provide a repository of 
past experience and connections for those affected by future 
disasters, as well as a nuanced understanding of community 
resilience after disasters for emergency management 
professionals and the voluntary sector.

Area under the Westway, by 
Maxilla is claimed as a sociable, 
creative space, evolving from a 
space handling donations and 
holding spontaneous memorials. 
Memorial Garden, Wall of Truth, 
wall paintings, furniture, piano, 
food.  

Searching for news of loved ones, 
or of what was being done, 
residents, survivors, friends and 
family of residents of the Tower go 
to community centres and 
churches seeking information, 
advice and comfort.
 
Donations of clothes and food 
�ood into the area, almost every 
community building becomes a 
donations processing and storage 
space. 

By 11am, centres are 
overwhelmed with donations, and 
many have requested no further 
donations via social media. 
Nonetheless, donations continue 
to stream in. 

Three trucks carrying billboards 
reading '71 Dead. And still no 
arrests. How come?' are driven 
around central London, in an 
e�ort to maintain public 
awareness of the issues and to 
draw attention to the slow pace of 
progress in justice, making other 
tower blocks safe, and rehousing 
survivors.  

The future of KCTMO was to be 
decided at this AGM. RBKC 
proposed to end its contract with 
KCTMO and to itself become the 
sole member of KCTMO. Tenants, 
with legal advice, were concerned 
about whether e�ectively winding 
up the TMO might mean that it 
could escape full accountability.

RBKC sought to reassure tenants 
that the motion would allow 
management to be taken out of 
the hands of KCTMO but that it 
would still exist as an organisation 
that could be held accountable. 
Tenants mobilised to vote to 
adjourn the meeting and the 
decision, until they could be 
su�ciently reassured.

The Board recommended 
adjournment. 87% of voters voted 
to adjourn the meeting.  

The �re is commemorated at 
Carnival by trucks, bands and 
carnival-goers wearing Grenfell 
t-shirts and green, carrying green 
hearts; one minute's silence at 
3pm on both days. Signs at 
Latimer Road station and around 
Lancaster West estate ask people 
not to take photographs of the 
Tower.
