here will you be on
“; October 22nd? is the
question on so many
posters all around the country.
The answer is clear enough. In
London, taking part in the 1983
CND demonstration and on the
march towards Hyde Park.

October 22nd was not chosen by
accident. It is part of the United
Nations Annual Week of
Disarmament (which most
Governments ignore). Our British
action is only one of many which
will be taking place all around
Europe, in America and in the rest
of the World. People everywhere
are on the move.

October 22nd is our way of
showing that we have had enough
of a world of militarism and of a
nuclear arms race without sense
which threatens us all.

We have had enough of living on
the knife edge. We do not have the
money to manipulate opinion in
the way that our ‘leaders’ can. We
can only show with our bodies that
the Government has no mandate
for its programme of nuclear
weapons increases and that we do
not believe them when they talk
about the need for nuclear
‘balance’.

Both Superpower blocs can
already destroy each other many
times over and neither needs any
more weapons. To be fair one of the
superpowers has actually voted
for a Freeze on all nuclear
weapons. Mr. Reagan’s admini-
stration (and our Government) has
actually voted against . . .

In this country we do not want
to have Cruise missiles forced
upon us — war fighting nuclear
weapons each with a destructive
power fifteen times greater than
the Hiroshima bomb on our
territory but under the physical
control of the United States
Forces.

Wie ‘donit ‘want® Trident
submarines at fantastic cost. We
would rather have schools, homes,
hospitals, proper care for the old
and sick, and decent jobs. We
don’t want Polaris or any nuclear
weapons.

These dreadful things do not
defend us. To use them would be to
make national suicide certain and
would involve us all in the
wickedness of mass murder. It is
time to say NO! No to Cruise,
Pershing, Trident, Polaris, SS-20s
and all nuclear weapons.

On October 22nd we will have
with us friends from many
countries, especially our partners
from the peace movements in
Europe threatened by Cruise. It
will also be a great joy to welcome
many peace workers from
America. [t isnonsense to say that
we are anti-American. We owe
much to the massive new
American peace movement.

Our struggle is world wide and
crosses borders East and West.
The obstacles in the way are great.
Ancient hatreds, powerful
nationalisms, one-sided
judgements, private profit and the
glamour of militarism are
powerful forces. But in the past
few years we have seen such
progress that thereisnoreason for
pessimism. Already we have seen
the courage of those who have been
fined or imprisoned for their
convictions. We have seen how the
courageous stand of the women of
Greenham has been smeared and
distorted.

But so it has always been. So it
was with Luther King and Gandhi.
So it was with the Suffragettes
who once filled our Hyde Park
with numbers even greater than
we have yet managed.

But demonstrations are only a
public witness. Our real work is in
convincing our neighbours
everywhere that the arms race is
on an insane course and that we all
have the power to take action
towards stopping it. ‘The journey
of a thousand miles starts with a
single step’. Together, united,
confident and willing to suffer we
can and will win. 1984 is only
around the corner. We still have
time to prevent the nightmare
world that
George Orwell
imagined
becoming a reality.

LINING UP AND MOVING OFF

Marchers will assemble at Victoria Embankment
from 11am and will move off along one of two routes
at 11.30am. The main stage in the rally area, Hyde
Park, will feature speakers between 3.30pm and S5pm,
when the rally will end.

Two marches are necessary because of the large
numbers of people involved.

‘March One’ will reach Hyde Park via
Northumberland Avenue, the Strand, Waterloo
Bridge across the Thames, Belvedere Road behind
the South Bank arts complex, Jubilee Gardens and
the GLC’s County Hall, across the Thames again via
Westminster Bridge up Victoria Embankment
through Horseguards Ave, down Whitehall, through
Parliament Sq into Victoria Street and Grosvenor
Place and on to the park via Hyde Park Corner.

‘March Two’, also starting from Victoria
Embankment, will reach the park via
Northumberland Ave, Whitehall Place, Whitehall
Court, Horseguards Ave into Whitehall past the
MoD buildings, Trafalgar Square, Pall Mall, St
James Street, Piccadilly and Hyde Park Corner.
