Teaching syllabus of Advanced Class
1. Textbooks: Road to Success: Upper Elementary 2

2. Course Objectives:

The course, while continuously consolidating students’ integrated skill in listening, speaking,
reading and writing, is oriented to enlarging vocabulary, deepening syntactic knowledge and
enabling the understanding of the diverse Chinese cultural phenomenon. Upon successful
completion, students are expected to make oral and written presentations with desired
fluency, accuracy and proficiency on specific topics concerning modern China.

3. Major Contents and Delivery Schedule:
There are 20 class hours per week in total.
Intensive reading: 18 class hours per week
1) Explanation of new words/phrases;
2) Explanation of texts and grammar points;
3) Exercise.
Intensive reading: 2 class hours per week
1) Guidance on writing essays;
2) Exercise

4.Methods of Teaching

The course employs inquiry-based ways to explain new words, texts and
related grammar points, and task-oriented comprehensive practice.
Communicative tasks will be assigned to students and motivate them to use the
target language they are learning to convey their ideas or communicate with
others. Students are required to participate in activities, such as group discussion,
debate, public speech, etc.



Assessment of students

Course grading will be composed of the following parts:
1) 10% --- Attendance
2) 20% --- Daily performance:
Classroom participation and assignment completion (including preview and
homework)
3) 40% --- Composition writing:
4 essays in all, once a week
Topics will be given by the teacher based on the readings
4) 30% --- Final oral test:
2--3 minutes' speech on two given topics each

Requirement on students

1. Preview the new lessons, complete assignment and review the lesson after

class.

2. Participate actively in class activities, such as answering questions, small

group work and discussions.

3. Write an essay every week, which will be assigned on Thursday and should be

handed in to the instructor on next Monday.

4. Learn from the instructor’s feedback on essays and recite the modified version

to the instructor.
