Plenary Session Chairs should propose two possible senior researchers to present in the plenary, and decide upon consultation with the network.

Each centre should pay for their invited speakers on the Plenary sessions, under the heading “Networking”. In case no money is left, the Conference grant covers up to 50 % of travel and subsistence of the invited speaker. If the invited speaker is a YR, up to 100% of travel and subsistence.

Other notes

1. The order of the Plenary Session in the programme is not fixed once and for all. Depending on the content of papers presented, and the availability of Erkki Liikanen to give a keynote address, the order of the plenaries might change (suggestions welcome). Of course, he order might change within, not across the two main themes: living and working and inclusion / exclusion.

2. We have formally asked the Commissioner some time ago, followed it up through his secretary, and were told this week  that his schedule, including our event, will be decided next week. Then we will get a final answer whether he will attend or not.

3. We realise that 3 papers are a lot in the 60 minutes of the parallel sessions There is a trade off here:

a.  either two papers are given (20 min) and 20 minutes left for discussion – total 1 hour;

b.  or, 3 papers given (20 min) and 15 minutes discussion – total time 1 hour 15 minutes. 

We will collectively take a decision depending on how many papers we get: the first option implies 54 papers, the second 36. As we are inviting and fund 45 post-docs, we will have to decide according to the topic and clustering of the accepted papers.

Structure of Parallel sessions

The are six Parallel sessions in the programme.

Parallel sessions last one hour.

The theme of the three panels will be decided by agreement of Juniors and Seniors once papers have been submitted (bottom-up approach, really depending on what we get).

2-3 papers are presented in each panel. Each presentation will last up to 20 minutes. 

The session chair (EMTEL Junior) organises the Session, chairs one of the parallel panel and appoints the remaining chairs of panel (one or two)

Europeans YRs are appointed by  to the remaining panels.

Responsibilities of Parallel sessions Chairs (EMTEL Juniors)

Decide on the specific areas of the session, liasing with the relevant Senior

Organise the Parallel sessions: appoint two panel chairs, manage communications.

Liase with the panel chairs, instructing them on duties

Report to conference organiser on state of affairs every fortnight (a few summary lines are enough)

Papers are selected on the basis of an abstract, 500 words maximum (two A4 pages double spaced). Submission of paper should happen by e-mail attachment, on the Conference site or, in exceptional circumstances, on paper support. Papers are screened by London, and distributed to relevant areas. Every paper will be double reviewed (1 Senior and 1 Junior), and an answer given to submitters by 15 January. A booklet with all accepted contributions (abstracts) will be produced by London and circulated by March, 1st.
