The meeting was hosted by SINTEF, Institute for social research in industry, S.P. Andersesv. 5, Trondheim. The SC meeting was held at the Committee Room, Hotel Augustine, Trondheim.

Meeting highlights

The third EMTEL II meeting develops over three days to deal with two main areas of concern. First, the methodological training of Young Researchers, crucial in relation to

the objectives of the Network, covers the whole length of the meeting. Seven Young Researchers present their work at length, and receive substantial feedback from their peers and senior members of the network. Second, the co-ordination of EMTEL academic content. This entails the extensive discussion of temporal and methodological co-ordination of research activities, and the rescheduling of work plan due to changing recruitment circumstances. Senior researchers from NTNU and SINTEF take charge of discussion. The meeting features presentations from a representative of European new media industry and a European young researcher, both related to the scientific agenda of the Network. In addition, three senior members of the Network draw on their recent work and long-term research experience to present ideas concerning ICT research and methodology.

The second meeting of EMTEL II Steering Committee concludes the event. The SC meets at the end of plenary work to sum up developments and draft the guidelines for Network activities in the next six months. Minutes of the SC meeting are available separately.

Session 1: EMTEL II research framework
Professor Roger Silverstone presents the framework paper Under construction: new media and information technologies in the societies of Europe. The paper was circulated among participants in advance of the meeting. It deals with (social) constructivism in the field of new media from an original theoretical perspective of “under-construction”. Discussion follows the presentation on the main concepts of the paper – liquidity, hybridity, convergence, consumption/production and cyborgism. The response it generates suggests the possibility of uploading the paper to the website to further discuss it online.  The suggestion is agreed.

Professor Knut Sørensen gives a presentation titled Breaking away. STS methodology between postructuralism and symbolic interaction. The presentation covers the wide field of STS studies both synchronically and diachronically, with a specific focus on methodology, boundaries and changing paradigms within the discipline. Discussion follows the presentation.

Session 2.1: EMTEL II methodology

The Research Fellows and an academic external speaker discuss issues of methodology. The Fellows extensively report on the progress of their work, focusing on methodological concerns. Since researchers are at different stages of their work, due to different appointment dates, presentations vary in depth and length. Yet, the common focus of the presentations is on the methodology/ies employed in the research project. Presentations last approximately thirty minute. Substantial discussion follows each presentation – at least thirty minutes – to provide feedback, and lay the basis for following integration of individual projects in the wider EMTEL II research framework.

Meeting summary and conclusions
“EMTEL II and methodology: where are we?” 

The issues are discussed of integration of discrete research projects and the structure of the final deliverables in order to address both the specificity of ICT research and the European perspective of the Network. One idea was suggested to exercise maximum comparative leverage from localised viewpoints: the key deliverable could be constructed modularly in order to address, in specific sections, concerns common to the Network – issues of policy, European ICT, mapping, methodology.  A pro-forma for the preparation of these deliverables would be prepared and circulated to all researchers.
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
