The enrolment process

• From late August you will be sent an email inviting you to complete online pre-
enrolment

• As part of online pre-enrolment you will activate your LSE IT account and LSE 
email address

• You will then have access to Moodle resources, events, course selection etc 
and can begin to explore what LSE has to offer!

• You will be able to download your PDF pre-enrolment pass which you should 
bring to campus enrolment.

• Right to study documents, e.g. passport, BRP or share code. Please check 
our what to bring to campus enrolment pages.
